1. Chairperson

What does a chairperson actually do?

· Encourage others to become engaged in meaningful ways 
2. Vice Chair

What does a Vice Chair do?

· Will step in when the Chair is unavailable 

· Encourage others to become engaged in meaningful ways

· On some school councils, the Chair role is shared between the Chair and Vice Chair:
· co-chairing
· delegating

3.  Secretary
 What does a secretary do?
· Acts as a recorder at the meetings
· Makes sure meeting minutes are accurate 
· Share the minutes with parent members who attend the meetings.
The meeting minutes are posted on the website by the principal.
4. Treasurer
What does a Treasurer do?
· Records all financial transactions related to fundraising or donations.
· Provides records when requested by the schoolboard/ school community.
What experience do I need?
· None! If you have attention to detail, this may be for you!
5. Fundraising Liaison

What does a fundraising Liaison do?

· Coordinates school fundraising events such as cookie dough sales, sausage sales, & pizza kits or any new ideas you may have

6. Classroom rep
	What does a Classroom Rep do?
· Communicates with the School Council on behalf of the classroom, parents and students at Our Lady of Victories
· A voice in decision making at meetings. 
7.  Casino
· Apply for Casino License and confirm dates with AGLC.  

· Hire Casino Advisors.  

· Schedule Casino Volunteers.

· This position includes past casino director’s notes and assistance.  

8. Classroom Representatives

Each classroom should have at least one parent representative at each Parent Advisory Council Meeting.  It does not have to be the same parent every time.  This parent’s role is to report on what is happening in the classroom.

9. Auditor
